e Serve as an educational resource for the hospital and healthcare professionals
e Assist the referring and accepting institution in addressing the needs of specific patients
e Complete all reports required by the facility
e Review all patients referred for admissions and help with the patient transition period
e Display a customer service attitude toward patients
e Demonstrates Clinical and Service excellence behaviors to include code of HCA HealthCare conduct core
fundamentals in daily interactions with patients, families, co-workers and physicians.

e Communicate and provide daily feedback to admission staff on referrals
